Parking and Storage of Recreational Vehicles and Trailers
(Proposed)

Section 5-17-7: Parking and Storage of Recreational Vehicles and Trailers:

(A)  Applicability: These regulations shall apply to all recreational
vehicles and trailers as defined below, in all residential zoning
districts.

Recreational Vehicle: Any camping trailer, motor home, travel
trailer, truck camper or van camper used primarily for recreational
purposes; as well as vehicles including, but not limited to, all-terrain
vehicles, boats, snowmobiles, watercraft, and other similar vehicles.

Trailer: Every vehicle without mobile power in operation designed
for carrying persons or property and so constructed that no part of its
weight rests upon the towing vehicle.

(B)  Location of Recreational Vehicles and Trailers: Storage and
parking of recreational vehicles and trailers shall be regulated as
follows:

(1) On any residential lot within any residential district, a
maximum of one recreational vehicle or trailer per dwelling
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unit on said lot may be located outside of a fully enclosed
building or structure;

(2) Recreational vehicles and trailers shall only be located in the
rear or interior side yard of a property;

(3) Recreational vehicles and trailers shall not be located in the
required front or corner side yards of a property; and

(4) Recreational vehicles and trailers shall not be located closer
than five feet (5°) to any property line.

Screening: Recreational vehicles and trailers which are located
outside of a fully enclosed building or structure, shall be
screened from the property line with fences or walls at least six
Jeet (6°) in height or landscaping of at least four feet (4°) high at
the time of planting. Said screening shall be located either along
the perimeter of the lot where the vehicle or trailer is siored, or
along the perimeter of said trailer or vehicle.

If a recreational vehicle or trailer is parked in a residentially
zoned property pursuant to subsection B above, the vehicle or
trailer shall be parked on an improved area constructed of a hard
dustless material, generally asphalt, brick pavers or concrete.

Mobility: The wheels or any similar transporting devices of
recreational vehicles or trailers shall not be removed except for
repairs; nor shall said vehicle or trailer be otherwise immobilized
or affixed to the ground, unless it is stored in a fully enclosed
building or structure.

Ownership: Recreational vehicles equipment or utility trailers
stored or parked in a residence district shall be owned by the
property owner or occupant.

Any recreational vehicle owned by guests of the home may be
parked on a residential driveway on a lot up to fourteen (14) days
every six (6) months.

All recreational vehicles shall be properly licensed and
registered.

No parked or stored recreational vehicle or trailer shall be used
for living, sleeping, or business purposes.

A recreational vehicle or trailer shall not be parked or stored so as
to block any public right-of-way.
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All boats shall be covered with a boat cover designed for its
intended purpose; tarps are not permitted.

Notwithstanding anything in this section to the contrary, any
recreational vehicle may be parked in a driveway on a residential
lot two (2) times per month for a period not to exceed 48 hours
for the purpose of loading, unloading, maintenance or repairs of
said vehicle. All major repairs shall be within an enclosed garage
in residential areas.

Discussion:

The topic of trailers and recreational vehicles has recently been identified as an
agenda item for a workshop session discussion. In recent months, there have
been concerns generated about trailers and recreational vehicles throughout
town and questions being raised as to whether our regulations are thorough
enough and in the best interests of the community at large.

| have provided several code excerpts from Naperville, Downers Grove,
Wheaton, Woodridge and Bartlett for reference and comparison purposes.
Lisle’s code regulations for trailers/ recreational vehicles have been provided as
well. As you will notice, Lisle’s regulations are very minimal and are probably
worth revisiting as part of our deliberation and discussion. Please note that
individual subdivisions throughout town may have restrictive covenants above
and beyond the Village’'s requirements but these are not enforceable by the
Village but rather by the individual homeowner's associations.

Requested Action:
Please review the accompanying information in order to review and discuss the
topic of trailers and recreational vehicles.

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NAPERVILLE

;YL 6-2-7: TRAILERS AND RECREATIONAL VEHICLES:

1.Applicability: These regulations shall apply to all trailers and recreational vehicles as defined
below, in all zoning districts, except the R5 district. They shall apply to all trailers and
recreational vehicles other than the mobile homes permanently affixed to the ground and
used as a principal residence.

RECREATIONAL VEHICLE: Any camping trailer, motor home, mini-motor home, travel
trailer, truck camper or van camper used primarily for recreational pu rposes, as defined in
the lilinois motor vehicle code; as well as vehicles including, but not limited to, all-terrain
vehicles, boats, snowmobiles, watercraft, and other similar vehicles.

TRAILER: Every vehicle without motive power in operation designed for carrying persons
or property and so constructed that no part of its weight rests upon the towing vehicle.

2.Location Of Trailers And Recreational Vehicles: Storage and parking of trailers and
recreational vehicles shali be regulated as follows, except as otherwise provided in
subsections 6-2-7.3 and 6-2-7.4 of this section:

2.1. Only one trailer or recreational vehicle shall be located outside of a fully enclosed
building or structure on any lot or parcel of land, provided however, that when such trailer
or recreational vehicle is provided in conjunction with a use located in the business or
industrial districts, said restriction shall not be applicable.

2.2. The storage and parking of said trailer or recreational vehicle is subject to the following
location requirements:

2.2.1. Trailers and recreational vehicles shall only be located in the rear or interior side
yard;

2.2.2. Trailers and recreational vehicles shall not be located in the required front or
corner side yard, except as provided in subsections 6-2-7.3 and 6-2-7.4 of this section:
and

2.2.3. Trailers and recreational vehicles shall not be located closer than five feet (5') to
any lot line.

2.3. Trallers or recreational vehicles, which are located outside of a fully enclosed building
or structure, shall be screened from the property line with fences or walls six feet (6') in
height, or landscaping of at least seventy five percent (75%) opacity, such as nondeciduous
plantings, six feet (6') in height at time of planting. Said screening shall be located either
along the perimeter of the lot where the trailer or recreational vehicle is stored, or along the
perimeter of said trailer or recreational vehicle.

2.4. In any zoning district, the wheels or any similar transporting devices of trailers or
recreational vehicles shall not be removed except for repairs; nor shall said trailer or
recreational vehicle be otherwise immobilized or affixed to the ground, unless it is stored in
a fully enclosed building or structure.

2.5. The use of any trailer or recreational vehicle shall be in accordance with the provisions

of titles 5, "Building Regulations", and 8, "Public Utilities", of this code.

3.Parking Of Recreational Vehicles: Recreational vehicles may be parked on the driveway
within the required front yard or corner side yard setback, provided:

3.1. The recreational vehicle shall be used daily and shall be its owner's principal means of
transportation; and

3.2. The length of the recreational vehicle shall not exceed twenty five feet (25% in length;
and

3.3. The recreational vehicle does not exceed the maximum curb weight for motor vehicles
in residential districts as set forth in subsection 6-2-20.2.1 of this chapter.

4 Temporary Storage And Parking Of Trailers And/Or Recreational Vehicles: A trailer or
recreational vehicle may be temporarily placed, kept or maintained upon any lot or parcel of
land for a period not to exceed the following:

4.1. Time Period: Three (3) times per month for no more than forty eight (48) hours per
occurrence for loading and unloading purposes.

4.2. Recreational Vehicles: An aggregate of fourteen (14) days (which may or may not be
consecutive) within a period of thirty (30} days for storage if such recreational vehicle is
owned by a guest of the occupants of the residence.

4.3. Trailers: Trailers associated with an approved permit from the city of Naperville which
are located on property during the allowable construction hours as defined in subsection 6-
14-4 1 of this title and subsection 5-2B-8.5 of this code. (Ord. 07-011, 1-16-2007)

Accessory Parking Restrictions and Prohibited Accessory Uses.

Commercial Vehicle Parking Restrictions.

On any residential lot within any residential or institutional zoning district, a
maximum of one (1) commercial vehicle per dwelling unit on said lot may be
parked out-of-doors, providing the size of the commercial vehicle does not exceed
two hundred twenty-eight inches (228") long, eighty-four inches (84") wide, and
eighty-five inches (85") high, (exclusive of racks, mirrors, vents, and snow plows).
Notwithstanding the foregoing, out-of-doors parking of the following vehicles is
prohibited on any residential lot or vacant lot, or on any right-of-way or street, in
any residential or institutional zoning district, unless the vehicle is entirely
enclosed within a building structure or garage, or is being temporarily used in
connection with a service or delivery actually being rendered for the direct benefit
of the residence or property:

a. Bus, semi-trailer, tow truck, totter, and truck tractor, or vehicles used to
transport or pull trailers for a fee,

b. Contractor's heavy equipment;

¢. Atrailer, other than a camping trailer or boat trailer;

d. Any commercial vehicle which is larger than either two hundred twenty- eight
inches (228"} long, eighty-four inches (84") wide, or eighty-five inches (85")

high (exclusive of racks, mirrors, vents, or snow plows).

Recreational Vehicle Parking Restrictions.

On any residential lot within any residential or institutional zoning district, a
maximum of one (1) recreational vehicle per dwelling unit on said lot may be
parked out-of-doors in conformance with the following restrictions:

a. The owner of the recreational vehicle must be an occupant of the home
where the vehicle is parked.

b. Any non-motorized or motorized recreational vehicle shall be parked or
stored only behind the front of a house and shall be set back at least five feet

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(5} from the rear ot line, and three feet (3') from the side lot line. On corner
lots, the vehicle shall atso be located behind the wall of the house adjacent to
the side yard facing a street.

c. Any recreational vehicle owned by guests of the home may be parked
anywhere on a lot up to fourteen (14) days every six (6) months.

d. Notwithstanding anything in this section to the contrary, any recreational
vehicle may be parked anywhere on a lot for a period not to exceed seventy-
two (72) hours for the purpose of loading, unloading, maintenance or repairs
of said vehicle. A recreational vehicle may be parked for a greater period of
time for the purpose of loading, unloading, maintenance or repairs, provided
the owner of said recreational vehicle receives permission from the Director
of the City’s Building & Code Enforcement Department.

e. All recreational vehicles shall be properly licensed and registered.

f  All boats must be covered with a boat cover designed for its intended
purpose; tarps are not permitted.

3. Temporary Uses —\AII Residential Districts. Temporary portable outdoor storage
units are permitted sukject to the following:

a. There shall be no Rore than one (1) portable outdoor storage unit per
property. Stacking ofportable outdoor storage units on top of each other
is not permissible.

b. The property must be ocgupied by a principal building.

c. No portable outdoor storade unit shall remain on the property for more
than thirty (30) consecutive days and shall not be placed on the property
for more than a total of thirty (80} days in any calendar year.

d. Portable outdoor storage units $hall not exceed eight (8) feet in height
and 130 square feet in size.

e. Portable outdoor storage units shal be placed only on the driveway or
other hard surface.

f. Portable outdoor storage units shall ngt be placed on public property or
in a location that obstructs traffic visibili

g. Portable outdoor storage units shall have 0 signage other than the
name, address and telephone number of the person or firm engaged in
the business of renting or otherwise placing the portable outdoor storage
units.

h. No permit or permit fees shall be required for a
storage unit,

i. Portable outdoor storage units shall be maintained,in a good state of
repair, free from rust, peeling paint and other forms\of visible
deterioration.

A. Reserved. (Ord. 2007-16, 4-5-2007)

* C. Parking Of Certain Vehicles In Residential Districts:

1. Except as further restricted in subsection C2 of this section, one recreational vehicle, one boat, two (2) off road vehicles or
personal watercraft on a trailer, or one trailer may be parked or stored in any required interior side or rear yard on a lot used
for single-family purposes, provided none of the above may be occupied.

2. Except as permitted in subsection C5 of this section, no recreational vehicle, boat, off road vehicle or personal watercraft on a
trailer, or trailer may be parked or stored in any required front or exterior side yard; between the principal structure and the
front lot line; between the principal structure and any exterior side lot line; or closer to the front lot line than the principal
structure (as measured on a line perpendicular to the front lot line from a point on the principal structure that is the shortest
distance from the front lot line).

3. The figure at the end of this section depicts the parking restrictions set forth in subsections C1 and C2 of this section. In the
event of any conflict between the figure and the provisions of subsections C1 and C2 of this section, the provisions of
subsections C1 and C2 of this section shall control.

4. Except as permitted in subsection C5 of this section, no recreational vehicle, boat, off road vehicle or personal watercraft, or
trailer having a height from the underside of the tire to the top of the vehicle, inclusive of load, exceeding nine feet (9') or a
length exceeding twenty feet {20"), shall be parked, stored or located on any single-family residential lot.

5. The zoning officer may grant a permit allowing the temporary parking or storage of one recreational vehicle or boat that
exceeds the size limitations set forth in subsection C4 of this section on the driveway of a lot used for single-family purposes.
Such parking shall only occur with such a permit and shall only be permitted for a period not to exceed ten (10) days in any
consecutive thirty (30} day period.

which is located to the rear of the front elevation of the principal residence located upon
such zoning lot, and b) only between May 1 and November 1 on a concrete or asphalt
driveway located in the front yard of such zoning lot.

5. Trucks: Trucks and other commercial vehicular equipment shall not be parked or stored
on a zoning lot in an SR-2 District, except when located in a garage or a fully enclosed
structure or in such a manner as not to be visible from adjacent rights of way or from the
windows of structures on adjacent zoning lots. Vehicles to be parked or stored must be
owned or legally controlled by the residents or occupants of the principal use. Small pickup
trucks with A and B license classifications and/or vans used principally as passenger cars
are excluded from this requirement.

6. Sewer And Water: All dwellings and uses requiring sanitary facilities shall be serviced by
a municipal sewer and water system. (Ord. 78-40, 5-16-1978)

Provided,
however, that brick or other paver type materials may be installed if
constructed with a minimum of eight inches (8") of CA-6 crushed
stone base topped with one and one-half inches (1'/,") of sand base
and minimum two and three-eighths inches (2%,"} (6 cm) of pavers
tested and approved to eight thousand five hundred (8,500) psi
compressive strength. No paver materials will be allowed on rights of
way, parkways, or over utility easements unless authorized by a
license agreement, signed by the village manager or his designee,
indemnifying and holding the village harmless for any and all liability
including expenses, costs and fees, arising out of or associated with
maintenance, repair or condition of the pavers or base material.
